INSTALLATION OF WIRED CONTROLLER
1. Do not install the wired controller in damp or humid places.
2. Do not install the wired controller in direct sunshine places.
3. Do not install the wired controller near heat sources, or near places where the controller may come in 

contact with water.
4. Do not install the wired controller in a place where it faces a window. Prevent abnormal operation due to 

the interference from other wired controllers that may be installed near by.
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Wiring Requirements

There are four network wiring methods between wired controller and indoor unit:

One wired controller controls 
one indoor unit

Two wired controllers control 
one indoor unit

One wired controller controls multiple indoor 
units simultaneously.

Two wired controllers control multiple indoor 
units simultaneously
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Wiring instructions:
1. When one wired controller controls multiple indoor units simultaneously, the wired controller can connect 

to any one indoor unit, but the connected indoor unit must be the same series indoor unit. The total 
quantity of indoor units controlled by the wired controller can’t exceed 16 sets, and the connected indoor 
unit must be within the same indoor unit’s network. Wired controller must set the quantity of the group 
controlled indoor units. Please refer to Parameters Setting.

2. When two wired controllers control one indoor unit, the addresses of those two wired controllers should be 
different. Please refer to Parameters Setting.

3. When two wired controllers control multiple indoor units, wired controller can connected to any one indoor 
unit, while the connected indoor unit should be the same series indoor unit. The addresses of those two 
wired controllers should be different. Please refer to  Parameters Setting. The total quantity of indoor unit 
controlled by wired controller can’t be more than 16 sets and all connected indoor units must be within the 
same indoor unit network. Wire controller must set quantity of group control indoor units. Please refer to  
Parameters Setting.

4. When one (or two) wired controller(s) control(s) multiple indoor units at the same time, the controlled 
indoor unit’s setting should be the same.

5. Wiring of wired controller and indoor unit network must be according to one of the four wiring method 
as shown in fig 3.3-3.6. As for the connection method shown in fig 3.4 and 3.6, there should be only one 
master wired controller (address is 01) and one slave wired controller (address 02). The quantity of wired 
controller can’t exceed two.

Except for fresh air units, double-heat sources units and combined units, the rest of indoor units belong to 
common multi VRF units.

Illustrations above demonstrates the simple installation process of a wired controller. 

Please pay attention to the following items during installation:
1. Before installation, turn off the power for indoor unit.
2. Pull out the two-core twisted pair from the installation hole on wall, then pull the wire through the “ ” 

shape hole on the rear side of Footplate of wired controller.
3. Place the bottom plate of wired controller on the wall and then use Self-tapping Screw ST3.9X25 MA to 

affix Footplate and installation hole on wall together.
4. Connect two-core twisted pair to H1 and H2 wiring column and then fix the screws.
5. Set two-core into the groove on the  left side of wiring column, and then bundle panel and Footplate of 

wired controller together.

If the wire size of the selected communication line is too large, you can peel some of the sheath layer of the 
communication wire to satisfy installation requirements.

In unit off sta-
tus, press “SWING” button and “ ” button together for 5 seconds to switch between simple swing mode and 
fixed-angle swing mode.

The first  digit shows 3 while the second one shows 0, which indicates the
accumulating operating time is 100 hours. Each time the second digit increases 1, the 
operating time increases 100 hours. When it reaches 9, it means the operating time is 
1000 hours.

X-FAN SETTING
If unit is turned off under Cooling or Dry mode, the evaporator of indoor unit will be dried off 
automatically to prevent bacteria and mould from gathering.

Turn on X-fan
When unit is on or under Cooling or Dry mode, press FUNCTION button to select X-fan. The “ X-FAN ” 
icon will blink when selected. Then press ENTER/CANCEL button to turn on this function.

Turn off X-fan
When X-fan function is on, press FUNCTION button to select X-fan. The “ X-FAN ” icon will blink when 
selected.

GATE-CONTROL FUNCTION
When installed in a Gate-control System, user can insert a card to turn on the unit, or pull off a card to turn 
the unit off. When the card is re-inserted, the unit will recover the operation as stored in memory. When the 
card is pulled out (or improperly inserted), “ ” icon will show, neither remote control nor operation of wired 
controller will be effective and icon “ ” will blink.

Note
This model cannot be connected with gate control system on its own because it cannot detect gate control 
signal directly. To realize gate control display and gate control function, it has to be used with wired control-
ler that includes gate control signal detecting function (used as master and slave wired controller).
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ERROR DISPLAY
When there occurs any error during operation, the temperature display zone on the wired 
controller will show error codes. If several errors happen at the same time, error codes will show on the dis-
play repeatedly.
